Scope of Survey

The survey area includes the Bartlett Historic District covering an area of 1.5
square miles and is located on the western boundary of the city. The Bartlett
Historic Preservation Commission established the Bartlett Historic District
in 2002. The survey area covers the residential neighborhood laid out by
Gabrial Maston Bartlett in the late 1850’s. Streets include Sycamore View,
Court, Blackwell, Woodlawn and North. A total of 71 properties were
surveyed.



Bartlett’s Historic District
Architectural Styles

The Bartlett Historic District consists of various architectural styles.

The oldest homes, which date from the early 1860’s up to the mid 1870’s,
were built by local builders, including James Oglesby. Oglesby is credited
with building the Gothic Revival Blackwell home (SY 20301) and the Greek
Revival Shelton home (SY20349). The Shelton home built in 1861 is the
oldest structure in the Historic District. The Greek Revival home features
14-foot ceilings and 10-foot doors on the lower level. The home sustained
fire damage in 2002 and is currently being renovated. Other styles in the
district include: Tudor (SY20316), Craftsman Bungalow (SY20347), Ranch
(SY20337), Victorian (SY30330), Greek Revival (SY20349) and Gothic
Revival (SY20302).



Important People & Events

The Town of Bartlett, originally known as Union Depot, was incorporated in
1866. Situated on the Memphis to Somerville Road, the area was known for
its fertile soils and central location within Shelby County. The area which
encompasses the survey area was first purchased by William Polk in 1822.
His 5,000 acre land grant was surveyed by John Ralston on July 22, 1822,
and Polk was charged $23.50 for the service. Polk, of Raleigh, North
Carolina, received land grant 19679 on July 26, 1823. Polk sold 291 acres
for $3,000 in 1846 to James Pruden of Fayette County, TN. The Pruden
home stood just west of the survey area on the Memphis to Somerville Road.
In 1853 James Pruden, died and the estate was sold to Gabrial Maston
Bartlett who had settled in Green Bottom, located just east of the survey
area, in 1847. Bartlett moved into the Pruden home in 1855 and worked on
improving his land holdings. The estate included a six-room home, cotton
gin, corn mill, orchards, and slave quarters. In 1853 the Memphis and Ohio
Railroad was laid through Union Depot, crossing just east of the survey area.
In 1859 Bartlett employed John P. Parsons, a civil engineer, to survey his
property and lay out a town. The area of the survey included Sycamore
View, then known as Brownsville Road, on the east and Stage Road on the
South. During the Civil War, General Lew Wallace set up his headquarters
at Bartlett’s home in the spring of 1862. Financial misfortune caused Bartlett
to sell his estate to Dr. Nicholas Blackwell and William T. Pryor in 1867 for
$24,000. Blackwell and Pryor continued selling lots in the town, which was
now called Bartlett in honor of Gabrial Bartlett. Some of the earliest settlers
residing in the survey area included Henry Priddy, Rev. John Shelton,
Nicholas Blackwell, and Benjamin Eddins. A Masonic Lodge was located
on the corner of Sycamore View and Woodlawn, the upper floor being used
as a school during the Civil War with Rev. Shelton as the teacher. The
Shelton House (SY 20349) built in 1861 is the only anti-bellum home
located within the survey area. The eastern side of Sycamore View was the
site of numerous fairs held by the Old Folks Society of Shelby County in the
early 1870’s. The annual gathering attracted up to 3,000 citizens from across
the county to hear political speeches, compete in contests, and listen to
music and dance. According to the Shelby County Quarterly Court minute
books for May 5, 1856, a committee including Gabrial Bartlett, John C. Gay,
W.B. Williamson, B.S. Taylor and Harper McGowan were appointed to
examine the idea of changing the New Brownsville Road as to intersect the
Memphis to Somerville Road at Union Depot. It was voted that at the

intersection of Brownsville Road and Blair’s Bridge (present day Sycamore
View and Old Brownsville Rd.) that a road be cut south between the
properties of Gabrial Bartlett on the west and J.P. Ward on the east to
intersect the plank road at present day Stage Road. John C. Gay was
appointed overseer on July 8, 1856. The street name was changed to
Sycamore in the early 1870’s and eventually to Sycamore View. The area
has remained stable with larger properties being subdivided over the years.

Selected Biographies

Gabrial Bartlett

Gabrial Maston Bartlett was born on November 27, 1821 in Robertson
County Tennessee. Bartlett married Elizabeth Glascow of Fayette County
Tennessee in 1846. Helping with the marriage contract was John Blackwell,
Gabrial Bartlett’s first cousin. Blackwell had recently purchased Joseph
Cotton’s Goodwood plantation located on the Memphis to Somerville Road
near present day Stage and Kirby Whitten. In 1847 Bartlett purchased 427
acres from Blackwell on the north side of Stage Road, one mile east of
present day Highway 70. He was elected Justice of the Peace in 1848 and
was nominated to be a state representative in 1853. Upon the death of his
wife in 1852, Bartlett remarried Rebecca Cross. The couple rented the
Pruden estate for two years and eventually purchased the 372 acres in 1855.
In 1860 his real estate was valued at $40,000, and his personal estate was
$30,000. He owned stock in the Memphis and Ohio Railroad and was on its
board of directors. In 1864 Bartlett went into business with J.W. Gould and
R.L. Yancey operating as cotton factors and grocers at 210 Front Street in
Memphis. In 1859 Bartlett hired John P. Parsons to survey his property and
lay out a town. The business in Memphis went bankrupt, and the financial
difficulties caused Bartlett to sell his land holdings in 1867 to Dr. Nicholas
Blackwell, Bartlett’s second cousin. Gabrial Bartlett passed away on June
18, 1876 at the age of 55.



Nicholas Blackwell

Nicholas Blackwell was born in Fayette County Tennessee in 1838. He
graduated from the Jefferson Medical College in Philadelphia in 1860.

He set up a medical practice in Pontotoc, Mississippi with his brother before
joining the New Albany grays and serving in the Civil War. He rose to the
rank of captain and fought in the battles of Manassas, Vicksburg, Atlanta,
and Nashville. After the Civil War Nicholas settled in Bartlett to care for his
uncle’s estate. John Blackwell had died in 1860, leaving his estate to his
nieces and nephews, and was buried on his Goodwood plantation. In 1866
Nicholas Blackwell married Virginia Ward, granddaughter of Colonel Adam
Alexander, a political rival of David Crockett and large landowner in the
Bartlett area. Their union resulted in the accumulation of large tracts of land
in the Bartlett area. In 1867 Blackwell and his business partner William T.
Pryor purchased the 372-acre Bartlett estate for $24.000. They continued
developing the area, selling lots and building the town of Bartlett. Nicholas
and his wife Virginia rented the Shelton home (SY 20349) from 1867 until
1869. In 1869 Nicholas had local builder James Oglesby construct a two-
story gothic revival home (SY20301) just north of the Shelton home.
Virginia died in 1871 leaving Nicholas with their only child, Willie Bugg
Blackwell. Nicholas never remarried, instead adopting several of his nieces
and nephews whom he helped raise in his home. Dr. Blackwell was lauded
in the Memphis papers for his heroic work during the Yellow Fever
epidemics. Dr. Blackwell donated land for a Court House, Masonic Lodge
and a church, located in or adjoining the survey area. Nicholas Blackwell
died in 1910 and was buried in the Ward family cemetery. He was reburied
in the Bartlett-Ellendale cemetery in 1967. In 1917, Nicholas Blackwell
High School was built on property donated by his daughter and named in his
honor. In 2006 his home, located on Sycamore View, was landmarked by the
Bartlett Historic Preservation Commission.



Nicholas Gotten

Nicholas Gotten was born in Spangdahlen, Germany on August 27, 1832.
He immigrated to the United States in the 1850’s, settling in Union Depot in
1860. In March of 1862 he enlisted in Company C, Third Cavalry under the
command of General Nathan Bedford Forrest. He fought in the battles of
Shiloh, Britton Lane and Bolivar. He was captured and imprisoned in the
Irving Block prison in Memphis and eventually sent to Vicksburg, where he
was exchanged for other soldiers. He fought until the end of the War and
returned to Bartlett to set up a blacksmith, gristmill, and cotton gin. His
business was located on Stage Road just south of the Bartlett historic district.
In 1869 he married Julia S. Coleman, and in 1870 paid $300 to Dr. Nicholas
Blackwell and William Pryor for a lot on the southwest corner of Court
Street and Woodlawn. On this property (SY20300) he built a two-story
saltbox style home in 1871. In 1881 he received a patent for an improved
cotton gin feeder. On June 27, 1910 Nicholas Gotten sold his home place to
his son David Henry Gotten for $4,000. Mr. Gotten passed away on August
21, 1919. The Gotten family continued to live within the Bartlett historic
district until 2005, purchasing land on Sycamore View. The Gotten house
was purchased by the City of Bartlett in 1967 and used as a police station
until 1982, when the home was leased to the Bartlett Historical Society as a
museum. The Gotten House today is home to the Bartlett Historical Society
and was placed on the National Register of Historic Places in 2002.
